Lunches are 

served al fresco - generally featuring salads and light Tuscan specialties which can be 

enjoyed on the main Loggia overlooking the Chianti countryside or lazing around the 

pool in the summer. Meals range from three or seven courses and are best described 

as Italian cuisine with an ‘international twist’. Meals are served in either the formal 

dining room, the Vinoteque cellar or in winter, simply around the fire in the Villa’s Olive 

Oil Kitchen. In-room and private garden dining can be arranged on request.  

The Provencal and Mediterranean cuisine proposed by Le Jardin des Frênes, the 

gastronomic restaurant of Hostellerie Les Frênes is in itself a journey through the 

glorious Provence. One has just to open the menu and be tempted by the exquisite 

dishes it proposes. The restaurant is decorated in the traditional Provencal style with 

walnut woodworks, the oak floor and provencal coloured beams. During summer, the 

dinner is served on the outside terrace under the shades of the plane trees.
